Guidelines for using Evaluation reports from AIFO supported projects

For all significant projects supported by AIFO, periodic evaluations by independent consultants are planned. The terms of reference for these evaluations are discussed and agreed between all project partners, especially by local organisation managing the project before the process is started. AIFO promotes use of participatory methodologies for these evaluation with special emphasis on understanding of views of community representatives and other users’ groups involved in the project.

The main purpose of these evaluations to help our project partners and us to understand and improve the project strategies. For this reason all evaluation reports are first discussed with local partners and their consensus is necessary for sharing of these reports with other external organisations.

AIFO has an archive of evaluation reports from different projects. The full reports can be made available to external organisations and individuals involved in academic and field research, if the following conditions are satisfied:
CONFIDENTIALITY (Individuals – including people with disabilities, project workers and evaluators)

Ensuring the confidentiality of individuals is a primary concern.  No reports, presentations or outputs should present any identifiable materials.  


CONFIDENTIALITY (Projects / Services)

Ensuring confidentiality of specific projects and services is also be important.  Special care should be taken to ensure that reports, presentations or outputs do not present information that might identify specific projects in developing countries or elsewhere.
CONFIDENTIALITY (NGOs, Agencies, Funders, Departments)

While AIFO’s name as provider of evaluation reports and data should be acknowledged in general, care will be taken to ensure that specific NGOs, agencies, funders and departments are not specifically associated with particular findings or data in any reports, presentations or outputs of the study/research.
