Group 1: UN CRPD and contribution of rural area to promote ratification The ratification of UN Convention is a responsibility of the national Governments. At the same time, local authorities have different competences related with rights of disabled persons. In some countries the engagement of local authorities about the norms and principles of the UN Convention has produced a important discussions between DPOs and local authorities and politicians (for e.g. Agenda 22 programmes, etc.). What role can be played by local authorities in ratification of CRPD and how can CBR programmes promote and support it. Facilitator: Jayanth Kumar
Group 2: Monitoring rights at local level Article 33 of  UN Convention asks the States to “maintain, strengthen, designate or establish within the State Party, a framework, including one or more independent mechanisms, as appropriate, to promote, protect and monitor implementation” of the  Convention. UN Convention stresses that “civil society, in particular persons with disabilities and their representative organizations, shall be involved and participate fully in the monitoring process” (art. 33). How will this monitoring take place at local levels? How can CBR programmes support the monitoring process at local level? How can they work with DPOs in the monitoring process? The CBR programmes can be part of the national monitoring system of the UN Convention? What kind of good practices can be presented? Facilitator: Minh Chau Cao
Group 3: Policies on disability: relationship between CBR and UN CRPD - UN Convention asks the States to have a policy on disability, with a system of 
monitoring and implementation of the rights. The main tool to achieve this goal is 
building an Action Plan on Disability. What will be the implications of disability policies on CBR programmes? And can the CBR programmes can contribute to building 
national disability policies? Can CBR programmes collaborate with monitoring systems on disability 
policies at local level?  What kind of good practices can be presented?  Facilitator: Istvan Pattai

Group 1: From the needs to the rights: human rights and CBR, - The UN Convention transforms the approach to disability issues: disabled persons are discriminated. They lack equal opportunities because of obstacles, barriers, prejudices and discrimination in the society. The goal is social inclusion, so access to the rights and full participation is a key area. The traditional vision of disability looks at disabled persons as persons who have needs, therefore, activities are seen as a technical issue, and the role of professionals is strong. What would be the better balance between needs and rights? What is the relationship between persons with disabilities, families and professionals in the CBR programmes? What relationship is there between Human Rights and CBR programmes? What kind of good practices can be presented? Facilitator: Prakash Wagle
Group 2: From the needs to the rights: role of CBR, - Persons with disabilities are discriminated and lack equal opportunities because of obstacles, barriers, prejudices and discrimination produced by society. This situation limits the access to the rights and full participation. Can CBR programmes benefit from the new approach introduced by UN Convention? What activities in CBR programmes need to be implemented and empowerd to guarantee the access to the rights of disabled persons? What kind of good practices can be presented? Facilitator: Razi Khan
Group 3: From the needs to the rights: What kind of the services for inclusion of persons with disabilities, - The UN Convention stresses that the States “shall organize, strengthen and extend comprehensive habilitation and rehabilitation services and programmes, particularly in the areas of health, employment, education and social services (...) to enable persons with disabilities to attain and maintain maximum independence, full physical, mental, social and vocational ability, and full inclusion and participation in all aspects of life.”  What are the implications for the services adressed to disabled persons? In CBR programmes the services are based on this approach? What kind of services are necessary in CBR programmes? What kind of good practices can be presented? Facilitator: Lemuel Boah

Group 1: Participation in the decision making: The art. 4 comma 3 of the Convention asks the Governments “closely consult with and actively involve” the DPOs in all decision making. Is it possible to define standards of participation? What are the tools to support the participation? The states can support the activities of participation of DPOs by funds? What is the form of participation that preserves the independence of the DPOs? What examples of good practices can be presented? How can DPOs participate in CBR programmes? Facilitator: Geraldine Mason Halls
Group 2: Tools for participation at local level - At local (peripheral) levels the participation of DPOs in decision making related with disability issues is weak, specially in rural areas where frequently the presence of DPOs is rare. What kind of tools are necessary to support the birth of DPOs in rural area and their participation in decision making? What kind of activities support the participation of DPOs? The CBR programmes in rural area support enough participation in decision making of DPOs? What examples of good practice can be presented? Facilitator: Mervat Hana Maher
Group 3: Human Rights and network of DPOs - The UN Convention is based on Human Rights approach, that considers that disability “results from the interaction between persons with impairments and attitudinal and environmental barriers that hinders their full and effective participation in society on an equal basis with others”. As a consequence, often persons with disabilities face some discrimination and lack equal opportunities. There are forms of unification of DPOs in federations, national platforms, national councils, to present their demands  to the institutions with one voice. Is this unification of DPOs a strategic goals? What are the tools to support the process of unification? The CBR programmes need to encourage this process of unification? What examples of of good practice can be presented? Facilitator: Elisabeth Cross
