Leprosy cured persons have been receiving Rehabilitation services at 
their door steps, as NPdO, LC Federation and HRLN together filed a 
case in Hon’ble High Court.

By the initiation of NPdO 5 new G.Os have been emerged.
> Increment of marriage incentive to Rs. 3000 to 10000
> Scholarship amount is increased and made equilent to the SC, 
ST
> Fees reimbursement to the PwDs for Professional courses
